Bring the tools you already have and are comfortable working with. This is a very portable class 
and the media you use should be quick drying and easy to carry.   

Required Materials:   
• Waterproof (felt--p) ink pens in several sizes and -ps; a good set is the one with 4 pens marked F 

(fine), S (small), M (medium), and B for brush pen by Faber-Castel 4PiG Ar-st Pens in Black, or 
another similar brand. Or, any portable sketch pen with waterproof ink, such as Lamy pens, 
Noodler, Pla-num Carbon Ink pens, and one of my favorites the Very Fine Waterproof Sharpie pen.  

• Sketchpad, 11x14” (or close to that size), with paper heavy enough to accept watercolor, if desired.  
• SoS pencils, sharpener, and kneaded eraser.  
• Small set of watercolor paints.  

Brushes in several sizes, such as #4, 6, and 12 round.  1-2 brushes should be sufficient.  
• Portable water container  
• Rag or paper towels for cleanup  
• Portable chair for outdoor sketching  
• Any photos of structures or street scenes in the event of inclement weather  
• Clothing and footwear appropriate for September weather For ALL classes, remember to bring:   
• Sketchbook and pencil for sketching and notetaking  
• Comfortable shoes and/or a rubber mat for cement studio floors  
• Apron or smock  
• Sweater; studios are air condi-oned    

The items listed above are recommended by the instructor. You may be asked to bring more than 
you will actually use.
